                The First Verse of Christmas
     (Genesis 3:15)

Today we begin a series on “Christmas in the Old Testament” with a look at Genesis 3:15.  This verse is known as the “protoevangelium” (i.e. first gospel) because it is God’s first declaration that a Savior will come to defeat the Devil and provide redemption for fallen mankind. III.  A Call to Look Up!

· The End is in Sight  (2 Pet. 3:14)
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
